      Try to reposition the probe as it may 
have fallen off your finger or the device. 
Notify our office in the morning of this issue. 
Note: this is only for the first few seconds as 
the screen will be blank after 15-20 seconds 
once turned on. 

      The device will go into sleep mode 
after 15-20 seconds and the screen will 
be blank. Do not be alarmed as this is 
normal. As long the finger probe stays 
red inside, the device is on.
